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Dear Students, Parents/Guardians,  
 
In the past, students in the state of Indiana have been required to pass a 10th grade Graduation 

Qualifying Exam (GQE) in order to receive a high school diploma. For the student, the GQE was, 

like the annual ISTEP assessments that students take to measure academic growth and 

progress, a multi-day, grouped assessment of mathematical and language arts skill. Students 

who did not demonstrate the necessary level of skill were required to repeat the assessment 

until they had demonstrated mathematics and/or language arts proficiency.  

However, beginning this year with students who will graduate in 2012, the Indiana Department 

of Education (IDOE) has introduced a replacement for the GQE: the End-of-Course Assessments

Specifically, the ECAs will measure what students know and are able to do upon completion of 

Algebra I, English 10, and Biology. In the future, there are expected to be ECAs in Algebra II, 

English 11, and U.S. History.

change in state assessments means to you, though. The ECAs:  

¶ still measure student progress in the areas of mathematics and language arts and are 
centered around state standards. 

¶ will measure student progress in more areas than just mathematics and languages arts 
(i.e. Biology and U.S. History). 

¶ are offered more frequently than the GQE was. 

¶ are designed to be taken when a course is completed rather than during the beginning 
of 10th grade year. 

¶ in English 10 and Algebra I are the only state assessments currently required for 
graduation. 9th and 10th grade students who have completed Biology will take that ECA 
as well, but it is not required for graduation at this time.
