It is hard to believe, but it is already time to begin thinking about next year! During the next three
weeks, all freshman, sophomore and junior students will meet one-on-one with a counselor to select
their classes for next year. We have worked diligently to include a selection of classes that will be
optimal for college admissions. These include Advance Placement, Honor and Dual Credit college
classes.

On Monday, March 8, your student will receive a 2010-2011 Course Selection Worksheet. This is an
important document as it will be your opportunity to discuss the classes that your student will be taking
next year. As always, all students will be required to take a class in the five core subject areas: English,
Latin, Social Studies, Mathematics and Science. We will guide the students through the right sequence
of these core classes. Students will also need to select elective classes such as art, music, theatre,
journalism, philosophy, and many more. Sometime during their high school career, each student will
need to take two semesters of Physical Education and one semester of Health.

How can you help your student?

1. On Monday ask to see the 2010-2011 Course Selection Worksheet.
2. Discuss options with your student.

3. Discuss Advanced Placement and Dual Credit College options.

4. Carefully consider elective classes. We want students to choose electives which they enjoy and in
which they will succeed.

5. Sign the Course Selection Worksheet and have your student return it to the front office as soon as
possible.

We will start scheduling students on Friday, March 12. We will strive to help students have a
challenging and balanced course load for the next academic year. If you have questions, please feel free
to contact an administrator or any teacher of the classes your student is considering taking.

Additionally, please sign the form you will receive by mail confirming your student’s intent to attend
Herron High School next year. We will have anxious families hoping to enroll placed on a waiting list and



must make sure every enrollment opportunity is filled. There is a parent survey included in that mailing
—your feedback is very important to our continued success. Please return both forms to school as soon
as possible. Students returning both forms will be granted a special dress down day.
